Clarification Requested:


Last month’s newsletter contained the following information regarding class divisions:


“Country Pleasure and Go As You Please are entry level classes.  These are the classes that people new to showing often enter.  We need to encourage these folks.  If you meet somebody in these classes befriend them.  Go out of your way to meet them and make them feel welcome at our show and in our organization.  If we don't, some other breed or club will make them feel welcome!





Divisions:  Remember that you must declare which division you are entering your horse.  You aren't going to be allowed to cross enter divisions.  Lite Shod horses won't be able to show in Trail Pleasure, Country Pleasure or Go As You Please.  Trail Pleasure horses won't be able to cross enter into Lite Shod, Country Pleasure or Go As You Please.  On your entry form you must declare which division your horse will compete.”





The source for this information has requested a clarification be printed in the newsletter.  While Amateur Country Pleasure and Go As You Please classes are typically considered entry level classes, any horses, registered or unregistered, may enter these classes.  However, if the horse is shown in the Lite-Shod division, it is not eligible to show in the Amateur Trail Pleasure Division or Amateur Country Pleasure Division.  If the horse is shown in the Amateur Trail Pleasure Division, it is not eligible to show in the Lite Shod, Plantation Pleasure or Amateur Country Pleasure Division.   All horses, registered or unregistered, may enter the Go As You Please classes.  Hope this information helps.
