Bylaw Change


 A proposed change for Article IV, Section IV will be voted upon at the September meeting.  Please read this and


consider your vote.


Proposed change:


Section IV:  Show affiliation will be voted on by the membership through numbered mail-in ballots.  The ballots will be


mailed to all eligible voting members at least 30 days before the designated voting meeting in September.  Members


should return their ballot by mail or personally deliver it to the secretary (or acting secretary) before the meeting is


called to order.  Ballots not received at that time will not be eligible.  The Secretary (or acting secretary) and a


volunteer from the members attending the September meeting will open and tally the votes and the affiliation choice


will then be announced.  The Executive Committee will provide to all eligible voting members numbered ballots and an information paper of at least 2 or more options of affiliation organizations for the following year's show.  This information will include the name of the organization, the name of the president/chairman of the organization, the address and telephone number of the organization, the overall cost of the affiliation as well as any other information that would empower the voting members to make an informed decision.  This information will include any and all hidden or additional costs known that would be incurred as a result of affiliation that would have an impact on the show.  This same information will be published in the association newsletter.


 


A simple majority vote from the eligible ballots cased and counted will determine the outcome of the show affiliation for


the upcoming year.


 


In case of a tie, the eligible voting members in attendance will vote to break the tie.  The members in attendance will


be given ballots and a vote will be taken.  If there is a tie after the second vote, the executive committee will hold a


special meeting directly after the announcement of the vote and the executive committee will vote on the affiliation.  If


there is a tie within the executive committee on which affiliation is to represent the organization, then the President


will cast the tie-breaking vote for affiliation for that year.


 


 


Reason for change


  This addresses the situation and question on whether the president can vote for the show affiliation and under what


circumstance he or she may vote.  It also establishes a simple majority for the vote rather than 2/3 majority as the


present bylaw requires.

First confirmed case of EEE in 2001 warrants reminder from NCDA&CS





Equine owners are encouraged to take proactive steps to protect their animals against Eastern Equine Encephalomyelitis (EEE) in the wake of the first confirmed case of the virus in North Carolina this year. The positive finding in a horse in Robeson County comes three weeks earlier than the first confirmed case in 2000.   EEE, often referred to as “sleeping sickness, is transmitted through a bite from an infected mosquito. Humans can also contact the virus through a bite from an infected mosquito.  There is no evidence of horse-to-human transmission, so owners caring for a sick animal are not at risk from handling or touching the animal. Signs or symptoms of EEE in horses are usually noticed about 5 days after an animal is bitten. Initially, horses are depressed and quiet. Other signs include impaired vision, aimless wandering, head pressing, circling, inability to swallow, irregular staggering gait, paralysis, convulsions, and death. There is no specific treatment for animals affected with EEE. Between 50 and 90 percent of equines infected with EEE will die, while those that recover are often permanently impaired.  Most deaths occur within two to three days after symptoms appear. There are a number of steps equine owners can take to protect their animals including vaccinations, the use of insect repellants and protective stabling practices. Vaccinations are highly effective in preventing the spread of this virus. Equine owners should contact their veterinarians about the vaccine, which is readily available. An initial vaccination consists of two vaccine injections 30 days apart. It is recommended that booster vaccinations be given every six months, preferably in the early spring and late summer or early fall. North Carolina experienced its most active summer of EEE infections in 2000, with 18 confirmed cases and numerous reports of suspect cases not submitted for confirmation.
