Thou shalt remember that livestock projects are teaching projects, not necessarily moneymaking projects.


Thou shalt remember that the livestock project is a family project that shall be enjoyed and supported by the entire family.


Thou shalt have fun, and enjoy showing whether thou wins or loses.
