Any NC resident nine years or older who owns or leases an equine may vote on the horse promotion referendum at their county extension office.  If the referendum passes, each feed manufacturer will send $.05 per bag or $2 per ton to the NC Department of Agriculture.  The NDCA sends the money to the NC Horse Council who provides additional funding for 4-H programs, REINS, improved EIA awareness, etc.
