2010 Recap

Horse Shows

Four Beats for Pleasure sponsored three shows in 2010.  We thank all those who 

volunteered their time, made a donation and exhibited!  Show results are available on our 

website. A summary of each is below.

The Dogwood Jubilee  was held April 10, 2010 at the Pinerock Farm in Kittrell, NC.  

Heartfelt thanks to the Monahan family for supporting the club by allowing us to use their 

facility!  The show had  165 entries over 33 classes.  

The Firecracker Jubilee/Liberty Bell Classic  was held the July 4 th  weekend, 

2010 at the Williamston Show Facility.  Though the weather was beautiful – not as hot as 

usual – entries were down for this show likely due to the economy. Thirty-eight horses 

competed.  There were 272 entries over 96 classes.

In an effort to attract more exhibitors and to make the show more affordable to a larger 

number of people, we made several changes to The Harvest Jubilee.  We included 

several fun classes, had a “dollar-to-ride” format where every exhibitor paid a dollar to 

enter a class and the first place winner took the cash, reduced the all-day-show fee, made 
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the gaming classes open to other breeds and gave a “Show Special” membership price 

reduction.  The show was held in November at the Jim Hunt Horse Complex in Raleigh, NC.   

We had 55 entries in the first 15 classes!!  We had a GREAT turnout and fun until the rain 

set in!  We ended up calling the show at noon, but not until many courageous riders had 

obviously braved the cold and wet!  Thanks to all of you who exhibited, those who got wet 

helping the exhibitors and those who volunteered at this show.  

Turning grey skies to blue, many of those who had paid the all-show fee opted for a 

membership in the club rather than a refund.  Many thanks to those who stepped up to do 

this and welcome to the following new members:
